The reform includes two proposals, a general Regulation on the protection of individuals with
regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data
(COM(2012)0011) and a Directive on processing of personal data by competent authorities for
the purposes of prevention, investigation, detection or prosecution of criminal offences or the
execution of criminal penalties (COM(2012)0010). As such, the two proposals would replace the
current Directive 95/46/EC and Framework Decision 2008/977/JHA and are reflecting the
importance of data protection as a fundamental right, as well as adapting the provisions on data
protection to the newest standards reflecting the latest technological developments and past
experience (including case-law) on data protection.

This Data Protection "legislative package"” is considered to be one of the main issues debated
during this legislative period.

Several national Parliaments have already provided their positions with respect to these proposals
(. g.: five reasoned opinions on the draft Regulation') with respect to the issue of subsidiarity.

The meeting will be an occasion to meet with various actors such as representatives of the
Commission, Council Presidency, judges of the European Court of Justice and of the European
Court of Human Rights, the Fundamental Rights Agency, the European Data Protection
Supervisor, national data protection authorities and law enforcement authorities, Europol,
Eurojust, scholars, industry and civil society. As the two proposals will have an impact on
international level, some representatives of third countries and especially from the U.S. will take
partin this event.
